Camp Mosquito teacher
instructions

Page 1
Ask students to choose which type of holiday they would
like to go on and ask why? Discuss the differences between
the types of holiday (eg. A beach holiday would be more
relaxing than a city break. A City break would be more
expensive than a camping trip.)

Page 2
Students label the objects (camera, towel, torch, city map,
sunglasses,phrasebook, cooker, tent, sun cream). Which would
they take on which holiday? Can they think of other things they
would need?
Memory Game: Students should cover the words and pictures
in pairs or groups make a list. Each student should add an item to
the list (eg. “I need to take a tent.” “I need to take a tent, and
sunglasses.” etc).

Page 3
Ask students to read the postcard and teach any difficult
vocabulary. Go through the questions in the rubric. Students
then write their postcard (check students are using the present
continuous as in the model eg. “I am eating horrible food and
it is raining!”)

Page 4
Students match the numbers and words. They should then match
the body parts with the verb and test eachother:
“You use your nose to smell.” (kiss - mouth / touch - hands / kick -
feet/legs / hear - ears / see - eyes / walk - feet/legs)

Page 5
Students listen to the song and fill the gaps (left, right, dance,
hands, toes, eyes, mouth, ears, nose).

Page 6
Students complete activities (dancing, playing basketbell,
running, swimming, playing football).Then ask students to think
other sports and games. To divide the games and sports into
