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Instructions

Activity One - Vocabulary/Speaking

Ask students to match the adjectives with their opposites and check
students understand meanings and pronunciation.
In pairs students order the adjectives (1= most important etc).

Ask students to use the USEFUL LANGUAGE to tell their partner about
what qualities they look for in a partner.

Activity Two - Reading/Speaking

Divide students into pairs and give Student A the page with the four female
profiles and Student B the four male profiles.
Explain that there are four “ideal couples” and students should decide who
they are by taking turns to read their profiles and choosing a partner.
Do feedback as a class and try to elicit third person answers, e.g. “Julia and
Simon are a perfect couple. Julia is pretty and fun, and Simon likes pretty
girls.” etc.

Activity Three - Listening

Explain that Julia went on “dates” with both James and Simon. Ask students
to predict how the dates went, and why.
Play the recording and ask students what they can remember.
Ask: “Did Julia like Simon? Why/why not?” “Did James and Julia have a good
time?” etc.
Ask students to try to write the adjectives they hear julia use to describe
the two men.
Play the recording againa and ask students to complete the gaps with the
adjectives.

Activity Four - Writing

Using the templates, students should write a profile about themselves. They
should use adjectives and describe themselves and the person they would
like to meet.

They can then complete the second profile for their perfect partner, or a friend.

Activity Five - Text Language

Write on board: C U L8R
Try to elicit what this might mean (”See you later”) and when we might use
this kind of language (in a text message / chatting online - msn messenger
etc.)
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Instructions

Ask students to try to match the abbreviations with their correct meanings.
They should then translate the text messages.
You can follow this by asking them to pass a peice of paper between them
in pairs, using the language to have a written conversation.
EXTRA: You can revise adjectives for mood using the emoticons. Students
can then cover the words and test eachother using the pictures.

Activity Six - Reading and Speaking

Ask students if they know the story of Romeo and Juliet (written by
William shakespeare.
They should complete the story using the past simple form of the verbs in
brackets.
If your students have problems with the verbs you can play the past tense
pelmanism game before this stage.

After you have checked answers, ask students to look at the pictures and
turn over the sheet with the sentences and try to tell the story from
memory. They can take turns doing this in pairs. Check students are using
the past simple verbs correctly.

Activity Seven - Writing and Speaking

This can be done individually or in pairs, and can be a good lead up to
writing a short composition in class or at home.
Students should work throught the questions, writing one or two sentences
for each one.
When they have completed this, they should tell eachother their stories.
They should then turn over the sheet and try to tell their stories form
memory.
